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5. Address note by the Director-General for Shipping and Ports on behalf of the Portuguese Ministries of Transport and of Research.

He notably is full of hopes in the research in which they are involved and wishes that the key action on “Sustainable mobility and intermodality” has more money allocated in the 5th Framework Programme.





6. Project Presentations (Continuation)





Projects related to Short Sea Shipping : Representatives of several consortia make a presentation of their Research Projects :


BOBCOM (Dr Speidel), which aims to increase the efficiency of sea transport in Europe through improved port communication


MARNET (Mr. Lacombe), for the development of a real-time logistics information network for multimodal transport operators in different regions


the interconnection between BOBCOM and MARNET for the control of dangerous goods transportation (Prof. Speidel and the Port of Lisbon)


EUROBORDER (Mr Källström), to enhance port efficiency for the benefit of short sea shipping


INFOLOG (Mr Källström), to improve the efficiency and quality of intermodal transport involving waterborne and rail transport and to demonstrate inter-operability between open information systems


IPSI (Mr Pedersen) for the development of a flexible port/ship interface concept as a tool to verify the effectiveness of multimodal door-to-door cargo movements.


SPHERE (Mr Giannopoulos), concerned with port process re-engineering to improve the efficiency, reliability and flexible operation of small and medium-sized ports as transhipment and distribution service centres


INTRASEAS (Mr Trant), concerned with the safety and economic assessment of the performance of port-related intermodal transport management, with the development of software simulation tools to assist in assessment


EMMA (Mr Lindsay), to examine the competitiveness of high speed ferries to move freight along Europe’s coasts.


PROSIT (Mr Jorgensen), for the improvement of direct communication links in the intermodal transport chain in support of added value services.


INSPIRE (Mr Mohr), which looks at selected trade corridors in order to establish how short sea shipping can be made an integral, fully competitive element of the total European transport chain


ARCDEV (Mr Kargalainen), an exploratory voyage of a Finnish product carrier to the Russian Arctic, to demonstrate the viability of year-round marine transportation in this area, linking Siberia to Europe.





After each of these presentations, numerous questions and answers take place.
