The tranzport services sector employed about 7.5
millicn persons in the EU-25. §1% of them worked in
land transport (road, rail, inland waterways), 2% in
sea transport, 3% in air ransport and around one
third (323} in supporting and auxiliary transport
activities (such az cargo handling, storage and
warehaousing, fravel and transport agencies, tour
operators).
