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1 Executive Summary
This report presents in brief the terms of reference for the objectives and operation of the EU-MOP Advisory Committee. In this context, the purpose and aims of the specific Advisory Committee, its high-level operation, the modes and events connected with it and the generic requirements for its members will be outlined in order for the overall structure of the EU-MOP Advisory Committee to be adequately identified and acknowledged.
EU-MOP is the acronym for Elimination Units for Marine Oil Pollution project, supported by the European Commission under the Sustainable Development, Global Change and Ecosystems thematic area, Sustainable Surface Transport Programme of the 6th Framework Programme. The support is given under the vehicle of STREP, Contract No. TST3-CT-2004-516221.

2 EU-MOP Advisory Committee

2.1 Objectives
The main goal for setting up the EU-MOP Advisory Committee (AC) is to provide the EU-MOP Consortium with an independent opinion and feedback from a panel of experts outside the project. More specifically, the members of the aforementioned Committee are expected to:
· Monitor the EU-MOP technical work (i.e. R&D activities, technical Deliverables, relative project minutes etc);
· Evaluate if EU-MOP is on track in terms of:

· Contribution to the solution of the societal problems that the project is supposed to tackle;
· Scientific and/or technical innovation;
· Technical and economic feasibility of the proposed solutions;
· Advise the EU-MOP Consortium, in broad lines, on how to best succeed its objectives/aims and/or on how to recuperate from possible errors or inadequacies.

Moreover, in case the specific project progresses successfully and its results prove to be interesting, then the AC members could contribute to the EU-MOP dissemination activities and exploitation efforts.
2.2 AC High Level Operation
The EU-MOP AC is an independent body. AC members participate as recognised experts in their field and they do not represent in this Committee their respective companies or organizations.
NTUA, as the EU-MOP Technical and overall Coordinator and representative of the EU-MOP Consortium, will provide management support to the Advisory Committee so that it can accomplish its predefined targets.
NTUA will be responsible for briefing the AC on the technical and scientific progress of the project. NTUA will be responsible for drafting the AC recommendations and submitting them to the Consortium.
Each EU-MOP Advisory Committee member will be reimbursed by NTUA for the travel and subsistence expenses occurred for the attendance to the dedicated EU-MOP AC meetings according to the standard “experts” reimbursement rules of the European Commission or the International Maritime Organization, whichever is applicable. 

AC members are bound by confidentiality with respect to information disclosed to them in the context of the EU-MOP project, and shall not disclose such information to third parties without the official consent of the EU-MOP consortium.
2.3 AC Modes & Events
According to the EU-MOP Technical Annex, the setting-up and management of the Advisory Committee is assigned to NTUA. The Technical Coordinator of the EU-MOP project is also responsible for the management support of the specific AC.
In order to achieve its stated objectives, NTUA intends to manage and handle the AC as follows:
· NTUA as the Technical Coordinator of the EU-MOP project will remain in constant touch with the members of the EU-MOP Advisory Committee, acting as a liaison between the EU-MOP Consortium and the AC;
· A total of 3 dedicated AC meetings is foreseen. Appropriate material will be distributed before each meeting. Any of the AC members who wishes to be briefed in more detail on technical and/or scientific aspects of the EU-MOP concept may ask NTUA to provide information that does not violate the aforementioned disclosure term;

· Following each meeting, NTUA, with the help of SIR
, will draft a concise report summarizing the opinion and/or recommendations coming from the AC and will forward it to the EU-MOP Consortium accordingly for further actions.
2.4 Composition of the AC
The EU-MOP AC should ideally be comprised of 4 to 5 members. It should include experts in the following domains (relative to the EU-MOP concept/solution formulation and proof-of-concept):

· International and/or European, and/or national regulating bodies;
· Industrial sector companies (private or public) that are active in oil spill pollution response;
· Companies engaged in petroleum production, transport, or distribution.
· Research organizations and/or respective universities/academic institutes.
Moreover, each of the EU-MOP AC experts should be:
· Prominent in his/her field;
· Available to: 

· Attend, either personally or through an authorized representative, the foreseen dedicated AC meetings;
· Go through some project briefings (if necessary);
· Read and consequently endorse the AC reports.
